He will also work with Lions to build on the success of LCIF’s 

Campaign 100, which surpassed its $300 million dollar goal this year. 

 

President Sheehan’s message for the year is “Together We Can,” which is a call 

for Lions and people around the world to embrace teamwork and a passion for 

innovation in order to create solutions to the challenges we face.  

 

“Each of us can do so much good on our own, but together we can make the 

impossible, possible,” said Sheehan. “And together, we can make our 

communities—and the world—a better place for all people.”
