PAST INTERNATIONAL DIRECTOR

Colonel Arsene H. Millim, of Ehnen, Luxembourg, was elected to serve a
two-year term as a director of The International Association of Lions Clubs at the

Past Director Millim is an expert for disarmament matters at the Ministry of
Foreign Affairs, a Counsellor to The Permanent Mission of Luxembourg to The
