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DCG GENERAL ELIGIBILITY

e Clubs and districts that meet minimum
donation amount eligible to receive
15% of their donations back in DCG
funds.

Minimum donation amount must be
achieved within one fiscal year.

Donations must be to LCIF’s
Empowering Service Fund, Area of

Greatest Need, or General Donation.
» Restricted or designated donations
not eligible.
