Student Member Program

To encourage student participation in Lions
Clubs, the Student Member Program allows
students between the age of legal majority
and through age 30 to receive a charter/
entrance fee waiver and pay only half
international dues upon completion of
student certification.

Faculty Involvement

It is reccommended, but not required to
organize a campus club with a faculty
advisor to serve as a liaison between the
club and the school and ensure the club
represents the entire campus community.

A faculty advisor also ensures the
continuance of the club from year to year
with the high turnover rate of students that
graduate and leave the campus.

It is also suggested that the advisor become
an active club member and participate in

the leadership training offered by the district.
If the advisor does not want to become an
active member,
they may simply
oversee the
meetings and
activities of

the club.




Suggested Duties
of the Faculty Advisor

Below is a list of suggested duties of the faculty
advisor. Responsibilities will vary for each college or
university and others may be available by contacting
the Office of Student Affairs.

® Make sure that all club activities are managed
according to school policy and that the Lions
club’s constitution and by-laws conform to school
policies governing student organizations.

e Ensure that the club’s financial records conform
to campus regulations for student organizations.

e Help recruit potential members through contact
with other faculty members and students.

e Keep the members informed of campus activities
and events.

* Help the club communicate with campus
departments, faculty and administration.

e Seck out suggestions for club service projects from
university staff and community members.

e Help the club obtain publicity in campus
publications and Web sites.

e Work with the advisors from other organizations
to form joint service projects.

e Encourage the club officers to participate in
district events, specifically leadership training.

e Help obtain meeting room space for regularly
scheduled meetings.

® Become involved in the leadership training offered
by the district.
