They also posted flyers
and on social media, ran newspaper and radio ads, and
spoke at events. “Many parents don’t vaccinate because
they don’t know the shot exists or how dangerous
measles is. Education is vital for a positive outcome.
LCIF has helped keep our children healthy.”
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Of measles-related deaths worldwide, that’s the percentage that occurs in countries with low per-capita
incomes and weak health infrastructures®. Sadly, the disease — often causing severe pneumonia, brain
damage, and death — is still common in many developing countries.
