According to the report, one in ten people worldwide are currently suffering from hunger; and one in three people in the world lack regular access to adequate food.  Hunger is an asp

No one can truly understand the devastating physical and emotional impact of hunger unless they experience it. Through the LCIF Hunger Grant Program, Lions support school-based feeding programs, food banks, feeding centers, and similar facilities that provide food to people when they need it most. ��Another opportunity for grant funds is through the District and Club Community Impact grants -- or DCGs. District and clubs qualifying for the program have the option to use earned funds to carry out local projects and access those funds through the submission of a District and Club Community Impact Grant Application or use them as part of the local matching funds component. ��We have two examples of how Lions are rising to the challenge and combating hunger in their community. The first is in District C-2, where Lions applied for and received three separate District and Club Community Impact grants in order to provide food for families who are in need in their community. The club partners with a local fresh food market in order to carry out the project. 

The second example is a current project out of District A-2 where Lions are using hunger grant funds to purchase stools and chairs for a feeding center to ensure families utilizing the service feel welcome, safe, and comfortable.

The report also paints a grim picture of natural disasters - which we have been all too familiar with lately with flooding, fires, and tornadoes – and predicts that medium- to large-scale disasters will increase by 40% within by 2030.

Whenever and wherever disaster strikes, Lions are often among the first to offer aid. LCIF is ready to support their efforts with funding assistance through global disaster relief programs.��With a disaster grant, Lions can do even more for communities devastated by hurricanes, floods, fires and other major events. As a foundation, we are proud to offer a variety of grant options to support various stages of disaster relief operations including disaster preparedness. To date, LCIF has awarded more than a hundred and forty million U.S. dollars in grants for disaster relief. 

At the end of 2019, Australia experienced one of the largest bushfires in recorded history. Known as “Black Summer”, the fires burned an estimated 14.3 million hectares or 35 million acres and displaced thousands of families. LCIF was there immediately with disaster relief grants and continues to magnify the service of Lions as they assist with rebuilding efforts.

Because of the devastating bushfires, Australians are now dealing with another natural disaster: unprecedented flooding in Victoria. LCIF has already provided twenty-thousand US dollars in disaster relief funds with more to come as recovery efforts begin.

The pandemic affected the world's youth in a number of ways. First, 147 million children missed half of in-person instruction early on.

Because of this, the global prevalence of anxiety and depression increased by 25% in 2020, particularly among young people and women.

LCIF improves access to quality education, vital health services, and positive youth development for young people around the world. Lions Quest, LCIF’s social and emotional learning and youth development program gives children the skills to navigate life and prevent bullying and substance abuse.

In Calumet City, Illinois, USA, teachers understood the stress caused by COVID-19 and made teaching Lions Quest a priority. For the first week of the 2020-2021 school year, teachers focused solely on social and emotional learning. Lions Quest provided the teachers the tools they needed to have conversations with students on tough topics.

As you know, conflicts throughout the world are increasing. With that comes citizens seeking refuge from the crises in and around their home. The war in Ukraine has pushed the already record number of refugees even higher. As of last year, the United Nations reported the number of refugees living outside their country of origin increase by 44% in just six years.

Often refugees flee to safety with limited personal belongings and funds. In March 2022- shortly after the war in Ukraine began, LCIF began a dedicated refugee assistance grant program aimed at providing immediate relief items to refugees fleeing to nearby countries. To date LCIF has awarded nearly two million US dollars for Ukraine refugee relief efforts.

For example, In Poland, Lions are managing more than eighty assistance projects throughout the country - many funded by LCIF grant funds. Projects include supplying medications and first aid supplies directly to the border intake facilities, food, clothing, bedding, and furniture to refugee safe houses. With more than 4 million refugees fleeing into Poland, the Lions have truly embodied what it means to serve their communities magnified by funds from LCIF. 

Let's take a moment to watch an inspiring video highlighting just a few of these efforts of the Lions in Poland – bringing safety and security to the Ukraine Citizens during their time of need.

In our 8th year of partnership with Anthem Foundation, they provided grants to local Lions service projects in 28 markets further supporting our cause area of hunger.  

Lastly, Aruna Abhey Oswal Trust provided an all-abilities playground at a childhood cancer hospital in Malawi.
