
The dots under Louis Braille’s name 
above are actually from the alphabet called Braille.
Braille is a method widely used to read and write by

people who are visually impaired. Each letter of 
the alphabet is represented by a different 

set of dots.

Louis Braille
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French inventor and teacher, Louis Braille, created this
method in 1825. Braille was blind. While at school for the
blind in Paris, he met Charles Barbier. Barbier had created 
a system for writing for the blind where sample messages
coded in dots were imprinted on cardboard. In 1825, Braille
started adapting this system to create the writing system 
we now know as Braille.
